GENERAL INFORMATION:

1. Entry fees are $6.00/class to a maximum of $35.00/day per horse. An additional $5.00/class will be charged for trail classes
and dressage classes.
2. Pre-registration is required. Registrations are to be in by June 10". Post entries will be $7.00/class to a maximum of
$45.00/day per horse.
3. Stabling — Pens under roof, open pens, and limited inside stabling is available.
4, Camping — Unserviced camping is available.
5. There will be ribbons to fourth place in all categories. Cash prizes of $15.00, $10.00, $7.00, $5.00.
6. If numbers warrant it, classes may be combined, split, or cancelled.

For safety reasons, stallions must be kept inside the horse
trailer, or arrangements must be made to keep them in a box stall.
